“Phishing” in International Waters: Law Enforcement and Regulatory Responses to Online Identity Theft

This program will focus on one of the most significant concerns for financial institutions and e-commerce companies in online commerce: “phishing” (i.e., using emails and websites that look like legitimate companies’ emails and websites to persuade people to disclose their identifying and financial account data, and using the results for identity theft and fraud). “Phishing” and other forms of online identity theft have become increasingly problematic for law enforcement and regulators as well, in part because many of these schemes operate internationally and the task of even shutting down spurious websites hosted in foreign jurisdictions has proved problematic for major companies. This program will explain how phishing schemes work, why they pose significant risks to businesses and consumers, and what government agencies and private-sector organizations are doing to combat the problem.
