What is The Community Organization Representation Project?

The Community Organization Representation Project (CORP) is a project of the Volunteer Legal Services Program, the pro bono project of the Bar Association of San Francisco dedicated to meeting the needs of low-income people in San Francisco and the Bay Area.  CORP volunteers are experienced business-law attorneys who are interested in helping local organizations better serve their communities.

What Types of Organizations Qualify for Assistance?

The Community Organization Representation Project assists community-based organizations that:

1)
provide direct services to low-income individuals and communities within the Bay Area, and

2)
do not have the resources to pay for the needed legal services.
CORP provides a wide range of legal services

to assist organizations, including:
· Assistance with Discrete Legal Projects

Attorneys who volunteer through CORP assist community-based organizations with the full range of business law needs, including: employment law, real estate and finance law, leases, business contracts, tax law, intellectual property, liability, reorganization, non-profit incorporation, and zoning.

· Long-Term Partnerships with Law Firms

CORP also forms long-term partnerships between well-established, high-impact organizations and law firms.  Through the partnership model, firms are able to develop strong working relationships with client organizations, and to assist organizations with a wider range of legal needs.

· Workshops

CORP offers workshops on a wide variety of legal topics for nonprofit organizations and their staff, including: nonprofit incorporation and applying for 501(c)(3) status, employment law (workshops on general employment law, wage-and-hour law, terminations, and the Family Medical Leave Act), contract law (including basic contract language and provisions, collaborative agreements, government contracts and grants), and real estate and office space issues (including negotiating leases as a landlord or a tenant, and agreements to share space).
