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Florrie Burke

Florrie Burke, M.Ed., MA, LMFT, is a consultant on Modern Day Slavery to both governmental and non governmental agencies. She was most recently the Senior Director of International Programs at Safe Horizon in New York City where she oversaw both the Anti-Trafficking Program and Solace Program for Survivors of Torture and Refugee Trauma.  She is a founding member of the Freedom Network Training Institute and trains social service providers, law enforcement and government entities across the country.  She has done extensive training and consultation on Human Trafficking issues, trauma and torture both nationally and internationally.  Ms. Burke is a current Co-Chair of the Freedom Network USA, a nationwide group of social and legal service providers working with survivors of human trafficking.  Ms. Burke has served as an Expert Witness on several high profile cases of Human Trafficking.  She is a member of the Expert Initiative on Human Trafficking at the UNODC in Vienna and is part of three working groups developing materials for first responders and others who may encounter Human Trafficking.  Ms. Burke has been working with trafficked persons since 1997 when she designed and implemented specialized social services to sixty deaf Mexicans who were held in slavery in a peddling ring in NYC.  Ms. Burke also designed and implemented a model for Community Trauma Response following the attacks on September 11th.  She has taught at New York University and the City University of New York.   In 2007 Ms. Burke received the National Crime Victims Recognition Service Award from the Department of Justice, Office for Victims of Crime and was honored by the Civil Rights Division of the Department of Justice, by the Wage and Hour Division of the U.S. Department of Labor and was awarded the Annual Paul and Sheila Wellstone Award by the Freedom Network USA.

Laura Dawkins

Laura Dawkins is Chief of the Family Immigration and Victim Protection Division of the Office of Policy & Strategy within U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services.  She manages policy development and implementation of all family-based immigration programs, the immigration provisions of the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA), and the T and U nonimmigrant statuses.

Maria Jose T. Fletcher
Maria Jose T. Fletcher is a supervising attorney at Florida Immigrant Advocacy Center (FIAC) and the Director of Lucha: A Women’s Legal Project since June 2000.  Her duties include overall supervision of project staff including staff attorneys, paralegals, intern students and volunteers, as well as direct representation of low-income immigrant victims of domestic violence, trafficking in persons and other violent crimes. She is actively involved in local, state and national domestic violence and victim’s rights organizations.  Ms. Fletcher prepares and conducts educational presentations and trainings in the areas of immigration, domestic violence, and trafficking in persons in the United States and internationally.  She has been invited to present at conferences, seminars and workshops by the US Department of State, the US Department of Justice and non-governmental organizations to address the needs of survivors of trafficking.  Ms. Fletcher is a staff member of ASISTA, co-chair organization of the National Network to End Violence Against Immigrant Women and a founding member of the Freedom Network to Empower Trafficked and Enslaved Persons (USA).  She received a B.A. in Political Science from the University of South Florida, Tampa, Florida and a J.D. from Nova Southeastern University, Ft. Lauderdale, Florida.  
Agnieszka Fryszman

Agnieszka Fryszman, a Partner at the Firm, joined Cohen Milstein in 1998 and is a member of the International Human Rights and Antitrust practice groups.  She currently represents Indonesian villagers in a lawsuit against Exxon Mobil over torture and extrajudicial killings allegedly committed by the defendant’s security forces (a unit of the Indonesian military).  For the past several years, she has represented the former "comfort women," women and girls who were forced into sexual slavery by the government of Japan during World War II.  Her past successes include cases brought by survivors of Nazi-era forced and slave labor against the German and Austrian companies that allegedly used and profited from slave labor, which were resolved by international negotiations that resulted in multi-billion dollar settlements. In the Antitrust practice group, she represents small businesses that have been victims of alleged price-fixing in the polyester staple and rubber chemicals markets.   She has represented, pro bono, a number of victims of the September 11 attack on the Pentagon and obtained significant recoveries, including one of the highest awards for an injured survivor, from the Victim’s Compensation Fund.  She also represents, pro bono, individuals indefinitely detained without charge by the United States at Guantanamo Bay. Ms. Fryszman graduated from Brown University with a B.A. in International Relations and Georgetown University Law Center (J.D., magna cum laude, 1996, Order of the Coif), where she was a Public Interest Law Scholar. Ms. Fryszman is admitted to practice in the District of Columbia and New Jersey.  

Renee Huffman
Renee Huffman is the Director of Social Services at Ayuda, a non-profit organization that provides legal and social services to low income immigrants in the Washington, DC metro area.  Ms. Huffman directs the social services program that provides assistance to survivors of human trafficking, domestic violence, and other immigrant victims of crime.   She holds a Masters of Social Work from Howard University.  

Katherine Kaufka

Katherine Kaufka is the Executive Director of the International Organization for Adolescents (IOFA), a non-governmental organization (NGO) in Chicago and New York City. Prior to joining IOFA, Ms. Kaufka managed the Counter-Trafficking project at the National Immigrant Justice Center. She has worked with several local, state, and federal law enforcement agencies on single and multiple-victim cases, provided emergency and case management services to dozens of victims of human trafficking. She has specialized in several cases where victims were children and adolescents, and has been recognized as a national expert on child trafficking issues. In 2007, Ms. Kaufka testified before the U.S. Senate, Judiciary Subcommittee on Human Rights, speaking on ways to improve national legislation affecting trafficking victims, especially children. Ms. Kaufka provides technical assistance and training to task forces, coalitions, law enforcement, service providers and NGOs nationally and internationally on human trafficking, including best practices in providing services for victims of human trafficking, and NGO and law enforcement collaboration. She sits on the Chicago and Milwaukee Trafficking Task Forces. Ms. Kaufka has published "The Commodification of Domestic Care: Illegitimacy of Care Work and the Exploitation of Migrant Workers" in the Georgetown Immigration Law Journal, (Fall 2003) and “T Nonimmigrant Visas, Protection and Relief for Victims of Human Trafficking, A Practitioners Guide” (Immigration Briefings, September 2006). She received her J.D. from the University of Wisconsin, and her B.A and B.S. from the University of Michigan.
Kathleen Kim

Kathleen Kim is Associate Professor of Law at Loyola Law School in Los Angeles where she teaches, researches and writes in the areas of immigrants' rights, human trafficking and torts.  In 2002, Kathleen launched and directed the Human Trafficking Project as a Skadden Fellow at the Lawyers' Committee for Civil Rights in San Francisco, providing representation to human trafficking survivors in civil litigation.  In 2005, Kathleen became the inaugural Immigrants' Rights Teaching Fellow at Stanford Law School where she taught and supervised law students in the representation of indigent immigrants in deportation proceedings and other immigration matters.  Kathleen co-directs the Anti-Trafficking Litigation Assistance and Support Team (ATLAST) and is a gubernatorial appointee to the California Alliance to Combat Trafficking and Slavery coordinated by the California Attorney General's office. Kathleen received her J.D. from Stanford Law School where she was an associate editor of Stanford Law Review and a Judge M. Takasugi Public Interest Fellow.   

Ambassador Mark Lagon

Dr. Mark P. Lagon was nominated by President Bush in February 2007 and took the oath of office in May 2007 to serve as Ambassador-at-Large and Director of the Office to Monitor and Combat Trafficking in Persons (TIP) and Senior Advisor to the Secretary of State. The TIP Office coordinates U.S. Government activities in the global fight against modern-day slavery, including forced labor and sexual exploitation. According to U.S. Government-sponsored research completed in 2006, approximately 800,000 men, women, and children are trafficked across national borders, which does not include millions more trafficked within their own countries.  From 2004 to 2007, Dr. Lagon served as Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for International Organization Affairs. In this capacity, he has lead responsibility for UN-related human rights and humanitarian issues, UN administration and reform, and the IO Bureau's public diplomacy and outreach programs.

Dr. Lagon previously served as a Member of the Secretary of State's Policy Planning Staff, where he focused on UN and international organizations, democracy and human rights, and public diplomacy (2002-2004). From 1999 to 2002, he was a senior staff member of the Republican staff at the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, with particular responsibility for the State Department authorization bill, international organizations, economic sanctions, human rights, and broadcasting and public diplomacy. Previous foreign affairs positions include: Council on Foreign Relations International Affairs Fellow at the Project for the New American Century, specializing in China (1998-1999); Deputy Staff Director of the House Republican Policy Committee (1997-1998) and Senior Analyst (1995-1998).  Before working on Capitol Hill, Dr. Lagon was the principal aide to the Director of Foreign Policy Studies at the American Enterprise Institute, Ambassador Jeane Kirkpatrick. He has been an adjunct professor at the Institute of World Politics and Georgetown University. Dr. Lagon is the author of The Reagan Doctrine: Sources of American Conduct in the Cold War's Last Chapter (Praeger, 1994) and was associate editor of the journal Perspectives on Political Science.  Dr. Lagon has a Ph.D. from Georgetown University and a B.A. magna cum laude from Harvard University.

Ivy Lee

Ivy Lee is a staff attorney and directs the Immigrant Rights & Human Trafficking Project at Asian Pacific Islander Legal Outreach. Her practice focuses on representation of immigrant victims of crime, including human trafficking, for immigration and civil legal relief; legislative and policy advocacy at the local, state, and federal levels; and technical assistance and training for nongovernmental organizations and law enforcement agencies. She is published in the Journal of International Law and Policy at U.C. Davis School of Law, Human Trafficking from a Legal Advocate’s Perspective: History, Legal Framework & Current Anti-trafficking Efforts, Volume 10, No. 1, Fall 2003 and in the Georgetown Journal on Poverty Law & Policy, An Appeal of a T Visa Denial, Volume XIV, No. 3, Fall 2007. In 2006, she was appointed to the California Alliance to Combat Trafficking and Slavery (CA ACTS) Task Force and has served as the CBO chair of the North Bay Anti-Human Trafficking Task Force since 2006. Ivy received her J.D. from New York University School of Law in 1998. 

Heather Moore
A graduate from Columbia University School of Social Work, Heather has over ten years’ experience working and volunteering with a wide variety of agencies serving survivors of violence and trauma. She has worked in a number of countries in service provision, community and program development for women and youth. Heather  joined CAST five years ago to establish the country’s first women’s shelter dedicated exclusively for survivors of trafficking As Client Services Director, Heather works with direct services staff to ensure clients receive sensitive and appropriate care for their healthcare, social, and legal services needs. Heather chairs the Los Angeles Anti-Trafficking Collaborative, a coalition of service providers dedicated to expanding and strengthening services to trafficking survivors in L.A. County and works with the Los Angeles Metropolitan Taskforce on Human Trafficking. She is a certified Freedom Network Training Institute trainer and provides trainings and consultation to service providers, attorneys, law enforcement, and community groups. Heather has presented at numerous venues and conferences to a variety of audiences on the issue of human trafficking and sits on the California State Advisory Council on Refugee Assistance and Services.  

Robert Moossy

Robert Moossy is a federal prosecutor and the Director of the Human Trafficking Prosecution ((HTP() Unit in the Civil Rights Division of the U.S. Department of Justice.  The HTP Unit is comprised of the most experiences human trafficking prosecutors in the United States.  The Unit prosecutes significant slavery and human trafficking crimes, advises investigators and other prosecutors to make trafficking prosecutions and investigations more effective and efficient, and develops and implements national prosecution policies and program initiatives related to slavery and human trafficking.  Previously, Mr. Moossy was a Deputy Chief of the Criminal Section of the Civil Rights Division, where he and the lawyers on his team prosecuted federal civil rights crimes across the country, including police misconduct, hate crimes, and human trafficking.  Mr. Moossy was a member of the prosecution team in U.S. v. Kil Soo Lee, the largest human trafficking prosecution ever brought by the Justice Department, and has participated in numerous sex and labor trafficking investigations and prosecutions.  Mr. Moossy attended Rice University and the University of Houston School of Law.

Bradley Myles
Bradley Myles currently serves as Polaris Project’s Deputy Director.  He has been working on the issue of human trafficking for the past 6 years since 2002.  His major areas of responsibility at Polaris Project include serving on the Executive Management Team, directing national program efforts, leading all training and technical assistance projects, handling the majority of government relations, coordinating the efforts of local offices, supporting Federal and State policy advocacy efforts, consulting on numerous anti-trafficking research studies, and helping to steward the work of Polaris’ staff and Fellows.  Mr. Myles currently oversees multiple national programs as Project Director, including the operation of the HHS-funded national 24-hour human trafficking hotline entitled the National Human Trafficking Resource Center (NHTRC).  Mr. Myles has provided consultation, training, and technical assistance on anti-trafficking strategies to hundreds of audiences, including human trafficking task forces and coalitions, government agencies, Federal and local law enforcement, U.S. Members of Congress, media, service providers, and foreign delegations.  He has been a key advocate in unifying and bridging the national anti-trafficking program areas of multiple Federal government agencies, and he has also played a leadership role in the implementation of the DC Human Trafficking Task Force. Mr. Myles' previous work experience includes working on trafficking studies and program evaluations at Caliber Associates. 
Natalie Nanasi
Natalie Nanasi is an Equal Justice Works Fellow and Staff Attorney at the Tahirih Justice Center, an organization that provides legal services to women and girls fleeing gender based violence.  Natalie received her J.D. and a Certificate in Refugees and Humanitarian Emergencies from the Georgetown University Law Center in 2006. Prior to joining Tahirih, she worked with HIV positive immigrants at the Whitman Walker Clinic and received an Equal Justice Foundation Fellowship for her work at the South Asia Human Rights and Documentation Center in New Delhi, India.  Prior to law school, Ms. Nanasi served as a rape crisis counselor and worked with single teenage mothers at a transitional residence facility in Boston. 
Sabrina Salomon

Ms. Sabrina Salomon is in charge of project NOU KAB at Florida Immigrant Advocacy Center (FIAC). The project entails partly: representation of low-income Haitians who are victims of domestic violence, other violent crimes and human trafficking; advocating on behalf of the victims before the various agencies in charge of implementing and enforcing immigration laws within the United States; hosting a monthly radio show in Creole to educate the Haitian community about domestic violence, and relief available under the law; and encouraging clients to participate in classes that are geared towards self-empowerment and strengthening the Haitian community as a whole.  Ms. Salomon spearheaded the Haitian Domestic Violence Initiative, a coalition of various service providers with the purpose of diminishing incidents of abuse within the Haitian community through education and advocacy.  Ms.  Salomon is the co-chair of the Domestic Violence Sexual Assault Council of Miami Dade County.  She is the recipient of the 2006 Marie Claire Heureuse Justice Award.  Ms. Salomon conducts educational presentations in the areas of immigration law, domestic violence, and human trafficking.  Ms. Salomon is a former Equal Justice Works Fellow. She received her B.S. in Accounting from Barry University in Miami, Florida, and her J.D. from the University of Miami School of Law in Coral Gables, Florida where she graduated cum laude.

Charles Song

Charles Song is Howrey’s West Coast Pro Bono Manager. He leads the pro bono efforts in Howrey’s Irvine, Los Angeles, East Palo Alto, San Francisco and Salt Lake City offices. Mr. Song has a decade of experience working on behalf of humanitarian interests and most recently served as the Legal Services Director of the Coalition to Abolish Slavery and Trafficking (CAST). Among other things, Charles has provided technical assistance and training to nongovernmental organizations and government agencies, drafted and spearheaded the passage of federal and state legislation and coordinated the first task force in the nation to address slavery and trafficking. and appeals courts. He served as counsel in several lawsuits, including a national

class action on behalf of refugee children subjected to unlawful detention conditions

or denied release on bail pending deportation proceedings, a national class action

to restore the rights of persons unlawfully denied legalization under the immigration

Reform and Control Act of 1986 and an action on behalf of an unaccompanied minor

trafficking victim to enjoin his removal and apply for immigration benefits.

Kavitha Sreeharsha 

Kavitha Sreeharsha is a Staff Attorney at Legal Momentum’s Immigrant Women Program.  She works on policy advocacy for immigrant women, focusing on the intersection of family law and immigration law for domestic violence survivors and human trafficking.  Kavitha lectures and trains extensively on family law issues for immigrants and immigration issues for vulnerable populations.  As a policy advocate, Kavitha has authored language in state statutes protecting immigrant domestic violence survivors and trafficked people.  She currently works on federal legislative and administrative policy focusing on immigration and access to services for domestic violence survivors and crime victims.  She also provides national technical assistance and training for Violence Against Women programs.  For six years, Kavitha served on the Board of Directors of Narika, an agency serving South Asian women who are victims of violence.  Kavitha has also served on the board of the South Asian Bar Association and as a co-chair to Asian American Bar Association Civil Rights Committee. Kavitha received her J.D. from U.C. Hastings and her B.A. from U.C. Berkeley.  She is a recipient of several awards including the 2004 Unity Award from the Coalition of Minority Bar Associations and the 2007 Tanya Nieman Award from Partners Ending Domestic Abuse.  

Robin Thompson

Robin Hassler Thompson, M.A., J.D., of Robin H. Dan Werner

Joy Zarembka
Joy M. Zarembka is the Director of the Break the Chain Campaign, an advocacy/direct service organization working to help end modern-day slavery and human trafficking and to provide better protections for abused, enslaved and exploited workers in the Washington, DC area.  Break The Chain Campaign is dedicated to working with individuals held against their will in the workplace through direct service, research, advocacy, and public awareness campaigns. The direct service work gives the Campaign practical experience, case data, and statistics which, in turn, inform the Campaign’s advocacy work.  The Campaign’s approach is holistic, combining comprehensive case management, outreach, media work, training, and technical assistance with ongoing negotiations with the US government, embassies, and international institutions on policy reform.   Joy has been quoted extensively in The Wall Street Journal, Newsweek, US News and World Report and The Washington Post for her trafficking expertise.  In 1997, she was awarded the Fox International Fellowship to study at Cambridge University in England.  Before coming to the Campaign, Joy traveled to war-torn Burundi to participate in a project to reconstruct a destroyed area and to conduct conflict resolution workshops.  In February 2002, Joy was given the Women's Information Network’s Young Women of Achievement Award.  She has recently published a chapter in Barbara Ehrenreich’s new book, Global Woman:  Nannies, Maids and Sex Workers in the New Economy and her book, The Pigment of Your Imagination, was released last year.  Joy also currently serves as an expert witness on human trafficking and domestic worker exploitation in civil and criminal cases.  Joy received an undergraduate degree from Haverford College and a Master’s degree in International Relations from Yale University.  
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
