	No competition law is in effect or has been promulgated in Cambodia at this time.  However, the Constitution of Cambodia contains various provisions relevant to competition law and enforcement and supports the enactment of such laws.

A revised draft of the proposed competition law was prepared in 2008.  We have been informed that an English translation is currently being prepared for distribution by the Ministry of Commerce.
An official in the relevant section of the Ministry of Commerce has recently indicated that the competition law is expected to be submitted to the National Assembly in 2009.
