One small comment:  it seems to me--particularly in light of the Carnegie Report--that law schools should encourage (rather than discourage) their faculty to be engaged in law practice.  I would think that the interpretation creating a presumption (albeit rebuttable) that a regular law-firm affiliation means that a faculty member is not full time will chill (to the point of freezing) that end.  In other words, I think in practice some deans will simply forbid junior faculty to have law-firm relationships rather than put full-time headcount at any risk.
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
