Discussion Topics:

1. 2010 Spring Edition of Tortsource

We now have sent draft articles to the TIPS Tortsource editors, Mary Vasaly and Jane Harper-Alport.  We appreciate the great work done by Rick Bale, Selena Linde, Lisa Hall Johnson and Perry Granoff to get their articles done and into Tortsource for publication in the Spring 2010 edition.  Glen Olson is finalizing on his short practice profile article on privilege issues in financial crisis litigation.  

2. PODL Newsletter

We agreed on a February 26, 2010 deadline for articles to be submitted for the next newsletter.  Cecelia Lockner indicated that we have presently have two directors and officers liability articles in the hopper.  However, both articles are fairly short and we need an additional piece to fill out the Winter/Spring edition.  Glen Olson will explore a potential architects and engineers article, most likely on design standards, with his partners at Long & Levit. Kermit Kendrick indicates that he has a contact at Nationwide Insurance, an assistant vice president and regional counsel in the Atlanta office, who could be our interviewee for the PODL newsletter summer edition.

We have discussed two topics for proposed 2010 CLE webinars, with the first focusing on complications arising in the D&O claims environment due to the insured’s bankruptcy or insolvency and the other being an update on financial crises events following PODL’s 2009 Annual Meeting Program in Chicago.  We need to follow up with Barbara Costello on the first topic and Joe Kingma/Mach Millett on the second topic.  This should be one of the primary focuses of our next monthly PODL call.
