Discussion Topics:

1. 2010 ABA Annual Meeting Program 

PODL’s speakers have been identified for its 2010 Annual Meeting CLE Program on Financial Crises events (Fiona Philip of Howrey LLP;  Richard Heimann of Lieff Cabraser Heimann & Bernstein;  Paul McGowan of Matson, Driscoll & D’Amico and Cathy Powell of Travelers).  Rick Bale of Larson King is chairing the program.  We discussed contacting the Fidelity & Surety Committee for its recommendation on a program panelist.

The next steps for the CLE program include completing a Speaker Information Form to be sent to TIPS and getting a schedule in place for monthly conference calls with the panelists.

2. 2010 Spring Edition of Tortsource

We have our three authors lined up for the Spring 2010 TortSource edition.  They are Rick Bale, Selena Linde/Lisa Hall Johnson and Perry Granof.  Glen Olson will be drafting an introductory article for the Spring 2010 edition.  All of the authors are encouraged to reach out to the Tortsource editors, Mary Vasaly and Jane Harper Alport, for editorial guidance and direction as to the relevant deadlines.

3. Newsletter

PODL’s Fall 2009 newsletter is out, and it came together very well.  Thanks to Cecelia Lockner for leading the charge in helping us to turn out such a great product.

We discussed the publication deadline for a Winter 2010 edition, which would be January 15, 2010 for an edition to be distributed in March 2010.  We agreed that the next edition should be a Winter/Spring 2010 publication and that Cecelia would send out a call for articles soon.  We should target completion of articles by the end of February 2010 at the latest.

In a previous meeting, Joe Kingma had suggested that he could do a recap of the Annual Meeting presentation on failing business issues.  We could couple that article with an advertisement for the next PODL Annual Meeting Program for San Francisco.  Another idea we had previously considered was publishing an edition listing the Committee members.  

4. Diversity Spotlight

PODL’s Fall 2009 Newsletter contained an excellent Diversity Spotlight article featuring Stacey J. Mobley, formerly of DuPont Corporation.  Thanks to Broderick Harrell for this great interview and article.  John Hong of Long & Levit in San Francisco is currently working with our next interviewee, Hyun Park, the General Counsel of Pacific Gas & Electric, and will be coordinating with Broderick for the Winter/Spring 2010 newsletter.  

5. Annual Survey of the Law

PODL met its deadline for our submission to the TIPS Annual Survey of the Law.  Thanks to everyone who contributed articles, and special thanks to our editor, John Rogers, for his excellent work under tight time constraints.

6. Webinars/Teleconferences

 We have discussed two topics for proposed 2010 CLE webinars, with the first focusing on complications arising in the D&O claims environment due to the insured’s bankruptcy orinsolvency and the other being an update on financial crises events following PODL’s 2009 Annual Meeting Program in Chicago.  We need to follow up with Barbara Costello on the first topic and Joe Kingma/Mach Millett on the second topic.  This should be one of the primary focuses of our next monthly PODL call.
